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Individuality of the Person

Introduces students to the concept of
individuality of all persons, their experiences,
rights, interests and needs.

Role of the Worker

Introduces students to the role and scope of
practice of workers providing support to
consumers/clients and families in individual
homes and long-term care facilities.

Interpersonal Skills

Students will learn the importance of
communication and interpersonal skills essential
to establishing and maintaining effective
relationships with consumers/clients.

Assisting a Person with Mobility
Students will learn good body mechanics in
many aspects of the work to be performed to
ensure safety and comfort for themselves and
the consumer/client.

Abuse

Introduces students to the concepts of family
violence and abuse, including its possible signs,
as well as appropriate actions to be taken
(including legal requirements) if abuse is
suspected.

Providing Optimal Support/Care Planning
The support/care plan or service contract is the
framework within which the worker provides
support/care to the consumer/client. Students
will learn about implementing parts of the plan
and communicating Information accurately and
without judgment.
